Numeral combinations with the adjective podc (half) are written in the ending with an -n when the
numerals évag, pio are used and in all other cases with an -1, for example:

evauiong (masculine) ufvag (one and a half month) evauiot Aemto (one and a half min)

wapon (feminine) dpa (one and a half hour) dvoor mpeg (two and a half hours)
Tperefuet wpeg/unveg (three and a half hours/months) but Tpiaper Aemta (three and a half min)
tesaepronuiet opsc/punveg (four and a half hours/months) but teocoepapmer Aentd (four and a half
min)
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Telling the time: otn pia / oty papon / from 2-12 otig 690, 611g TPELS €tc (at one o’clock / at half
past one / at two o’clock, at three o’clock etc)

Stating ages: Tpiavta gvog / Tpradv ypovav (31 / 33 years old), the declinable numerals are used in the
genitive when ages are stated, see 11.1 below for the declinable numerals.
